In September 2015 scientists in the USA were able, at last, to detect gravitational waves, 

though they waited until February 2016 to announce this information having done much 

checking in between times to verify their results. These waves were predicted by Albert 

Einstein but have been very elusive being unimaginably small. Now, however, we know 

that scientists have conclusively detected a huge event, two black holes colliding, more than 

a billion light years away. It shows that with patience we may be able to detect much more 

than we had even imagined a few years ago.
